The new workshop format

The new format one-day workshops: Simply Channelling
and Channelling Guidance are new workshops to the
Schools portfolio. These bite size workshops allow those
of us to fit a single day for our own development into our
busy schedules, particularly when a full weekend is not
possible. Simply Channelling forms a foundation for
those new to channelling with a focus on protection and
safe channelling. It is a prerequisite for all of the
School’'s workshops and the price includes a copy of
‘Channelling for Everyone’ written by Tony Neate, the
Schools Patron.

Channelling Guidance is all about putting these skills
into practice and finding the specific guidance for each
individual. This workshop is designed to allow students
the opportunity to practice channelling in a safe and
structured environment and is suitable to be attended
repeatedly.

Weekend Residential Workshops, which have long been
the dominant form of the Schools programme, will still
continue to be run. However these will be arranged
initially on an ‘ad hoc’ basis from those students
regularly attending the Channelling Guidance
Workshops. These will potentially develop into
Channelling Development Groups (CDG’s). If you have
already been through the School’s workshops previously
and would like to join an existing or form a new CDG,
then please e-mail us at:

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Summary of Survey Findings

The survey elicited responses from 44 individuals out of just over 100 surveys sent.
When asked what would increase the relevance of the School of Channelling, half of
these respondents wanted regular newsletters, a membership programme, local
workshops, a greater variety of workshops and affiliations with other spiritual
development organisations. A further third of respondents also claimed access to
recordings of H-A, more frequent workshops, a web-based discussion forum, the
opportunity to become a tutor and affiliations with universities would also increase
relevance. Almost 60% of respondents wanted to be a part of the School’s future. Three
guarters of respondents also wanted the School to contact them regarding future
workshops, developments with the School, and a newsletter/e-bulletin, while 64% were
interested in participating in future research, 54% in CDG’s and 40% in becoming a
tutor.

Respondents also expressed what skills and experience tutors were expected to have.
How much the would be willing to pay for downloading channelling content, one-day
and weekend workshops and how much a tutor should earn for each of these.

We also asked those that have ceased being involved in the School’'s programme of
workshops the main reasons why. The information we received confirmed much of what
we suspected, but importantly provided us evidence to support the direction of the
Schools development.

All in all, the feedback that has been received has given an extremely valuable insight
into what you as a student expects from the School of Channelling.
